MLUC Members Donate More Than $10,000       

to Help Earthquake Victims in Haiti 

Contributions by MLUC members and offerings collected by the church made 
possible a donation of more than $10,000 to the Unitarian Universalist Service 
Committee’s (UUSC) response to the earthquake in Haiti.  
 
Kate Wallace, UUSC Program Assistant, says 
that MLUC’s contribution will make a huge 
difference. “Since we are working with local 
grassroots groups, the funds are being used  
efficiently to help survivors who are not  
receiving aid from other international  
organizations. Our staff are experts in crisis  
response and are looking at the situation in 
Haiti with the lens of race, class, and gender, 
considering who was disadvantaged even  
before the quake.” 
 
“Though there are many important efforts  
underway to help the people of Haiti, we  
believe it’s important to support the  
UUSC’s efforts because of its focus on  
helping survivors who are not receiving aid 
from other organizations and their  
commitment and experience in working with 
grass-roots Haitian organizations such as the 
Papaye Peasant Movement,” says  
Rev. Craig C. Roshaven, Associate Minister, MLUC. 
 
UUSC is supporting the Papaye Peasant Movement (MPP) to ensure that 
earthquake survivors who fled to the rural Central Plateau, and the host families 
who received them, can access the food they need to survive. The MPP is  
purchasing locally produced food to distribute to women heads-of-households 
caring for large numbers of earthquake survivors. The MPP also began a  
cash-for-work program for survivors. The program focuses on soil and  
watershed conservation. UUSC continues to support a variety of other relief and 
recovery initiatives, including trauma-recovery workshops. 
 
As part of its offering outreach initiative, MLUC donates 50% of the offerings 
collected every month to a selected organization.

We are in the midst of a national debate on 
immigration. Everyone agrees that the current 
system, with more than 11 million  
undocumented immigrants is not working. 
Though there are many proposed solutions to 
this problem, the obvious solution —  
penalizing employers who hire undocumented 
workers — has never been tried.  
 
When Lyndon Johnson was Senate Majority 
leader in the 1950’s, immigration reform and 
border control were hot button items. But Johnson was unwilling 
to allow effective legislation on this issue because it would hurt 
his political backers — the Texas businesses who benefited from 
the low cost of undocumented labor. In one of her many  
memorable columns, the late Molly Ivins wrote that a guest 
worker program dating from World War II was amended to  
allow Texas businesses to hire illegal workers, i.e. workers not in 
the program, because Texas businesses weren’t willing to pay 
the minimum program wage of 30 cents an hour.  
 
If we are truly concerned about reducing the number of  
undocumented immigrants, we need to reduce the demand. As 
long as American employers keep hiring, undocumented workers 
will keep coming. No fences, no matter how high, will keep 
them out. No penalties, no matter how draconian, will prevent 
them from taking the risk. Let’s insist the burden of this solution 
be borne by the employers who benefit from the current situation 
and not by the largely law abiding men and women who have 
come here in order to better provide for their families. In Exodus 
22:20 it is written: You shall not aggrieve a stranger or oppress 
him, for you were strangers in the land of Egypt. Let us respect 
that mitzvah. Let us welcome the stranger. Let us also call to 
account those who benefit themselves at the expense of the 
stranger.

I am 
pleased to report that a combination of 
carefully managed spending over the 
past 12 months and better than expected 
revenue allowed us to pay our  
congregation’s full 2010 “fair share” 
dues to both the Unitarian Universalist 
Association and the Joseph Priestley 
District, of which MLUC is a member. 

We were also able to make a much needed contribution to 
MLUC’s building maintenance fund. 
 
The austere budget that we lived with over the past year had 
reduced our congregational contributions to the Association and 
the District to 25 % of “fair share.” MLUC has a perfect record 
as a “fair share” contributor to the denomination over the years. 
I am proud that our church, in the midst of a difficult economic 
climate, was able to preserve its reputation as a  
leading institution in our larger movement. 
 
Our congregation’s support of the denomination mirrors the 
responsibility that each MLUC member has to our church.  
When we all give generously, within our means, the ministry is 
strong enough to serve all our members equally. If you have not 
yet completed your pledge payment to MLUC for the past year, 
or submitted a pledge for this year, then please do so. Like the 
larger denomination, our church is only as strong as the  
commitment of its members. Thank you for your support of our 
church.

2 WHAT’S HAPPENING JULY-AUGUST 2010 

 
During a retreat held jointly by the Church School and Youth Adult Committees, the RE leaders reflected on an  
integrated program of religious learning for children, youth, teachers and parents. For teachers, it is important to view their 
leadership as spiritual development which requires continuing education and nourishment. Parents need to know how to be 
role models, mentors, and teachers while in the process of growing and learning themselves.  
 
The continuing evolution of MLUC’s program does depend on a strong base of volunteers who are in an intentional 
covenantal relationship with the congregation. Using the Pathway of Spiritual Maturity, there is a framework for  
experiencing teaching and youth advising as both faith in action and faith development. One of the plans or goals that 

evolved out of the retreat included restructuring the training and support programs for teachers and youth leaders. This would include 
making the RE program’s overall goals and mission explicit and the pathway to young adulthood coherent. 
 
Most folks agree that children’s primary teachers are their parents. And yet the minority of parents at MLUC were raised Unitarian  
Universalist. While worship and adult classes impact knowledge and attitudes, attention is needed in “teaching the teachers.” Young  
people may spend half a day at church each week, at best. Plans involve extending the “curriculum” to include those other 6 1/2 days by 
meeting the needs of the parents.

We hope this newsletter finds you well and enjoying the start of summer, perhaps  
recharging somewhere restful: on a lake, in the shade, with the family, with a good 
book. It’s important to rest and reflect. But it’s also important to stay abreast of events 
outside our community and to remember that we have a voice that needs to be heard. 
So what’s your cause?   
 
Arizona’s recently enacted immigration law continues to get a lot of press. The law is 
surely counter to our first UU principle — affirming the worth and dignity of every  
person. Voices against the bill are being heard and taking many forms, like the  
students in Los Angeles who are taking “freedom rides” to Phoenix in order for their 
protests to be heard.   
 
Our own Unitarian Universalist Association is suggesting that we support an  
economic boycott by moving the planned 2012 General Assembly from Phoenix to a 
location outside of Arizona. This may well be a valid way to gain leverage against 
such hateful legislation, but how will it affect workers in the hotel/resort industry who 
will lose out as a direct result? Each action has significant costs. Whatever decision 
the UUA ultimately makes, what matters is that we care, we stay informed, and we 
get involved.     
 
It’s not easy speaking out and doing the right thing. But speak and do we must; it’s 
what UU’s are about. Whether it’s Marcellus Shale drilling in PA, or hands-on work 
for the Nationalities Service Center, or the Interfaith Hospitality Network, we  
shouldn’t be sitting on the sidelines. Let your voice be heard and your time  
volunteered!     
 
 
Social Justice at MLUC  

 
In the Bible, Isaiah 58 teaches that a “true fast” is undertaken in service of “loosening 
the chains of injustice.” On Sunday, June 6, a few of us, including Rev. Roshaven and 
Hiro Nishikawa, participated in an Isaiah 58 Vigil at the Central Baptist Church of 
Wayne. Between now and July 29, when Arizona State Bill 1070 is scheduled to take 
effect, there will be more vigils and protests held around the country and here.
